- SAT/ACT Scores

- $50 per college (usually)



College Essay Prompts

1. Some students have a background, identity, interest, or talent that is so meaningful they believe their application would be incomplete
without it. If this sounds like you, then please share your story.

2. The lessons we take from obstacles we encounter can be fundamental to later success. Recount a time when you faced a challenge,
setback, or failure. How did it affect you, and what did you learn from the experience?

3. Reflect on a time when you questioned or challenged a belief or idea. What prompted your thinking? What was the outcome?

4. Describe a problem you've solved or a problem you'd like to solve. It can be an intellectual challenge, a research query, an ethical
dilemma—anything that is of personal importance, no matter the scale. Explain its significance to you and what steps you took or could
be taken to identify a solution.

5. Discuss an accomplishment, event, or realization that sparked a period of personal growth and a new understanding of yourself or
others.

6. Describe a topic, idea, or realization you find so engaging that it makes you lose all track of time. Why does it captivate you? What or
who do you turn to when you want to learn more?

7. Share an essay on any topic of your choice. It can be one you've already written, one that responds to a different prompt, or one of
your own design.



Letters of Recommendation

- At least one core academic teacher

- Academic/elective teacher you have had for several years
- Coaches, advisors, community members

- Students should give teachers at least 2 weeks notice

College Admissions Options and Dates

1. Early Decision: November 1st (generally)
a. Binding. If accepted, student must go and withdraw all other applications to colleges

2. Early Action: usually November 1st or November 15th
a. Not binding, but can still apply early and get a decision earlier

3. Regular Decision: January 1st-February 1st
a. Most common

4. Rolling Admissions: September-July

a. Admissions will review applications as they come in and send out decision letters

5. Open Admissions
a. Common among community colleges; nearly all HS graduates admitted
